Expanding Municipal Funding to Include Feral Cats

I. Brief history of the movement behind the legislation
A. People involved: the work was done by three women:
1. former legislator who knew the laws and how things work
2. a senior citizen with lots of time and tenacity
3. a cat colony caretaker who knew practical details of care
B. City Council reaction:
1. Itcannot be done
2. Petition drive was then initiated by cat advocates, leading to a
referendum
C. Animal Control reaction:
1. Initially not pleased -
2. $100,000 was to be taken from their budget
D. Progress of legislation:
1. Alternative funding sources were developed
2. Current programs were dropped, even though traditional and
successful
3. New program was developed including animal control, the local
humane group and veterinarians.
E. Length of Program = Three year trial period

Il. Implementation

A. Development of bid
1. SpokAnimal, veterinary clinics came together to develop a joint
proposal; responsibilities were spelled out.
2. Ten vet clinics worked with SpokAnimal; it was a win-win situation
for all, especially the animals...
B. Request for proposals
1. How the bid amount was arrived at (SpokAnimal & Vets)
2. Only two bids were submitted to the city
C. Funding
1. From animal control by increasing dog/cat license fees
2. Surcharge of $3 per license
3. Eligibility determined by proof of residency and a current license or
registration for the cat or dog (or colony)
D. Advertisement is through service clubs, press conferences and
Press releases, radio and cable t.v. appearances, notices posted.
E. Distribution of vouchers is in person at shelters and other
predetermined locations. A piece of mail showing proof of
residence is required.
E. Billing — examples are attached

L. Feral Cats ARE COVERED by this program. The animals must be
registered, but this is at a lower fee than the license fee.

Held Final Reading of Ordinance No, C 31364, providing for the implementation of Initiative No.
84-3 feopy of Ordinance attached]!. Passage of the Ordinance was deferred, however, until
the November election, when it will be passed or defeated by vote of the electorate.
