3. Under no circumstances must any volunteer handle a cat who is not anesthetized. There is to be absolutely no
opening a cage or trap of an awake cat, anywhere in the building or on the premises unless arrangements have been
made with the supervisor (as to transfer an awake cat to another container). Any volunteer seen doing so will be asked
to leave and not be invited to participate again.

If a cat should escape inside during the clinic, proper confinement should be attempted by corralling the ammal
into a small area, but absolutely no attempts should be made to catch or handle this animal without proper equipment
(nets, tarps, stick poles, etc) by the supervisor or other trained personnel. A volunteer must never attempt touch
the animal. This is grounds for immediate, permanent expulsion from the clinic. This behavior puts all
volunteers at risk. The volunteer who does this also puts the cat at risk for euthanasia by animal control in this
situation. If a cat escapes outside, the same principles apply; traps may be placed to attempt to trap the animal. No

volunteer must risk ‘thf:lr own safety or that of the cat to rescue an escaped c:at wﬂhg_mnmuumm

4. Cats brought by caretakers to Operation Catnip are not the responsibility of Operation Catnip, Second Chance Pet
Adoptions, or any of its volunteers until after the animal has been checked in to the clinic. Caretakers are responsible
for initiating further action, either on their behalf or the behalf of the animal if they are bitten or scratched before the
animal is checked in or after it has been checked out. Injured caretakers are advised to seek medical attention
immediately. In the event that a volunteer is bitten or scratched (the claws can contain infected saliva) by a cat after
it is admitted to Operation Catnip, the following rules will be followed:

A) All cuts, scratches, bites, and abrasions must be immediately and thoroughly flushed and washed in
copious, warm soapy water. Aside from the risk of rabies, cat bites and scratches are extremely painful
and dangerous, and they can require immediate hospitalization to prevent serious infection.

B) All such events must be immediately reported to the Supervisor, who will take further action. The
Supervisor will record the injury in the Bite / Scratch Log.

C) The cat will continue to proceed through the clinic rotation and will be confined to its cage in an isolated
area when done. The cage will be labeled as “ISOLATION’ so it will not be disturbed by other
volunteers.

D) The law requires that all bites / scratches will be reported to the City of Raleigh Animal Control at (919)
831-6311. Ths is the Police Department number that handles animal control. The circumstances
surrounding the incident, including the present status of both the cat and affected volunteer are to be
explained. ONLY ANIMAL CONTROL CAN MAKE A DECISION AS TO THE FURTHER

E OF ACTION WE L N T V EER.
If this number is not operational at the time of the call, 911 is to be called instead. The Clinic Supervisor
is to make these phone calls.

5. All volunteers must realize that any isolation or quarantine is provided at the expense solely of Second Chance Pet
Adoptions. If follow-up vaccinations or medical treatment are required for the volunteer involved, it will be done at
the expense of that volunteer.
