ADMISSIONS TRANSPORTER
&
ANESTHESIA TRANSPORTER (BAYS 2 AND 4)

GLOVES MUST BE WORN AT ALL TIMES.

Your responsibility is to both transport cats as they are checked in and labeled from outside into the surgery room
(bays 2 and 4) and to transport cats from bays 2 and 4 to the Anesthesia station (bay 6).

Move the furniture of bays 2 and 4 in such a way that the usable wall space is maximized for stacking incoming cats.

As anesthesia begins requesting cats to be anesthetized (promptly at 9:00), bring carriers to that bay. Start with two
females per vet, then alternate between two males and one female for the anesthetist. Calicos, torties, and torbies
are always female. The Supervisor will keep in close communication with you to let you know if more (or less)
females and males are needed at a particular time to keep the cat flow to the subsequent stations smooth and even.

The anesthetist will inject the cat through the holes of the carner or bars of the cage as you position the carmier.
Place the cat (still in the carrier) in the induction area of the Anesthesia Bay so the cat can fall asleep there. A
separate volunteer will remove the cat from the cage.

Return to the Admissions bays 2 and 4 to get more cats for anesthesia. Anesthesia will need a steady supply to
ensure efficient flow to subsequent stations.

ADMISSIONS TRANSPORT

Your responsibility is to transport cats as they are checked in and labeled from outside into the surgery room (bays 2
and 4).

The volunteer for this station is also a Veterinary Assistant. Please be sure to also get the instructions for that
station so you may begin setting up your station by 9:00 (bay 10, 11, or 12).

Move the furniture of bays 2 and 4 in such a way that the usable wall space is maximized for stacking incoming cats.




ANESTHESIA (BAY 6)
PLEASE BE SURE THAT ALL VOLUNTEERS HAVE SIGNED THE V IGN-IN FORM

The anesthesia area is the catalyst for beginning a clinic on time: this station must set up immediately so anesthesia
technicians may begin anesthesia prior to a designated clinic start-up time (30 minutes prior is ideal). START AT
9:00. A volunteer will be bringing cats to you from the Admissions bays 2 and 4.

PREPARE ANESTHESIA MIXTURE by adding one cc Anased (xylazine 100 mg/ml) and four cc ketamine to one
bottle of dry Telazol. Dosage is 0.25 cc per average adult cat. Prepare multiple doses in advance by leaving a
needle in the Telazol bottle and using 1 cc syringes to draw up 0.25 cc. Adjust the dose up or down for smaller or
larger animals. Label the mixed vial and date it.

GLOVES MUST BE WORN AT ALL TIMES.

OBSERVE THE CAT before anesthetizing to check for the following;

L Tipped left ear, indicating cat is already neutered, notify Supervisor. The cat should still receive booster
vaccinations.

u Ear tag, indicating the cat is an Operation Catnip “graduate” - do not anesthetize, and notify Supervisor.
The cat should still receive booster vaccinations. '

L Special instructions on carrier

L General health and appearance

Do not anesthetize extremely debilitated cats or kittens younger than 3 months without first contacting the
Supervisor.

Cats in traps and carriers will be brought to you by an Anesthesia Transport volunteer from bays 2 and 4. Inject the
cat intramuscularly through the holes in the carrier or trap. Cages containing awake animals should not be
opened. Since we are now in a room without separate rooms, there is no way to contain an escaped cat.

The Transport Volunteer will place the cat and carrier in the induction area of the bay to go to sleep.

All Telazol use and waste must be recorded on the drug use form, which will be signed and witnessed by the
anesthetist and transport assistant. The blank drug form is provided by the Veterinary School. It will be brought to
your station at the beginning of the clinic by the Supervisor. Turn in the completed and signed anesthesia log to the
Supervisor at day’s end.

At the end of the clinic, clean up your station {including sweeping and mopping) and dispose of trash. As you
repack your kit, verify that all of the supplies that belong in your kit are there (see Inventory Sheet included in your
kit). Return your kit and any extra items necessary for your station to the supply storage cage neatly and compactly
(across from Bay 13).
